Introduction

State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.
Material and methods
Provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced, with details of supplier and catalogue number when appropriate. Methods already published should be indicated by a reference: only relevant modifications should be described.

Theory/calculation

A Theory section should extend, not repeat, the background to the article already dealt with in the Introduction and lay the foundation for further work. In contrast, a Calculation section represents a practical development from a theoretical basis.

Results

Results should be clear and concise. 

Table reference will be indicated in text as “Table 1, 2 etc.” and it will be written with TNR 10 pt. Table caption will be self-explanatory and will be justified (written with TNR 12 pt.).

Figures will be numbered consecutively and indicated in the text as “Figure 1, 2 etc”. The minimum resolution will be 300 dpi, black and white, as well-known format (jpg or gif). Figure and figure caption will be centered and written with TNR 10.

Heading. Each heading should appear on its own separate line.
